Re: A-Level Biology Field Trip to Wakehurst Place 2012
I am writing to let you know about a compulsory Biology Field Trip for all Lower Sixth biologists on Friday 9th March 2012
This field trip will fulfil an essential part of the AS Biology Course and will take place on at Wakehurst Place, near Ardingly in West Sussex.

We plan to leave Eltham College in the minibus at 8.30am, so will need to be in school by 8.15am, and return to school by 4.30pm. A packed lunch, for those receiving school lunches, will be provided but pupils must ensure they bring suitable clothing, (old warm clothes, waterproofs and Wellingtons or walking boots / trainers) as the field day will go ahead in all but the most extreme weather.
Pupils will be issued with all the handout sheets required for the day before we leave but they will need to bring a clipboard, pens and pencils as well as a suitable bag for carrying their equipment.
This intensive day will include lectures, a tour of the Millennium Seed Bank, where there will be a chance to look at some artefacts and a tour of Wakehurst Place looking at conservation and management practices and biodiversity.
The cost of this trip is £12.00 and is subsidised by the Biology Department. The cost will be charged to your school bill next term. I would be grateful if you could fill in the reply slip giving your permission for your son/daughter to attend this field day and return it either to me, Mrs Clough or Dr Robinson by Friday 2nd March 2012
